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8. MOBILITY WINDOW

Planning and scheduling the international mobility window adjusted to the current
curriculum

Ideally the students should opt for the mobility window in their 3rd or 4th academic
semester. Since the mobility depends both on the availability of the partner
institution and on the students’ personal choice for travelling, the mobility window
cannot be ascribed to any particular semester. Therefore, the mobility window has to
be set in a flexible timeframe of the curriculum. The international (Erasmus) mobility
coordinator of the faculty and of the institutes assist the students in choosing the
host institution. In addition to the mobility logistics planning, the coordinator equally
provides academic help, as the student has to choose a higher education institution
which offers courses worth at least 15 credits in total, covering partially the student’s
academic requirements in the home institution. The courses of the module do not
necessarily cover all the subjects in the same semester. Courses completed abroad
are validated based on their content equivalence. This type of planning and
scheduling helps the student receive their credits automatically and risk free. Our
institution has a well-established, extended Erasmus network, in addition to which
Campus Mundi mobilities are also available. The students receive the opportunity to
register for subjects worth 4-8 credits in the form of individual study program,
tutorials and pre-exam options. Thus, in addition to the 15 credits brought from the
host institution, the student can increase his/her number of credits prior to or
following the mobility. For a flexible choice of the mobility window the curriculum
contains electives in every semester.

9. EDUCATIONAL AND EXAM RECQUIREMENTS

9.1. Comprehensive examinations requirements

e There is no comprehensive exam in the Masters Program.

e Number of credits from the curriculum to be attained by students by the end of the
3rd (active) semester: 45 (without the recognized credits). Failure of the attainment of
the prescribed number of credits will necessarily involve the termination of student
status.

9.3. Requirements of the MA Thesis

1. Presentation and defense of the thesis

1.1. Topic and registration
Registration for the thesis should be done two semesters before the final exam. The
deadline: November 30th in autumn, April 30th in spring. Topics can be chosen from the
list below. Students must fill in a Registration and consultation form after they have
consulted with the prospective supervisor and have had their signature, then submit the
form to the secretary of the institute. The thesis is evaluated by the supervisor and a
second reader, and they both give a suggested grade. The defense of the thesis is
evaluated with a different grade.

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1.2. Thesis submission, deadline, conditions
Thesis should be submitted by November 30. or April 30. The candidate attaches a
statement about the work being his/her own piece. Extension for deadline must be
requested only in vis maior cases, and only once. In this case, the request for extension
should be submitted 15 days prior to thesis submission deadline.

1.3. Formatting requirements
Length: minimum 40 pages without supplementary materials (about 80.000 characters). It
should have: a Title page, Table of contents and References with all the bibliographic
requirements and the statement. The thesis should be submitted electronically, in a pdf
format.

1.4. Contents of the thesis
The thesis should contain the analysis of an empirical research, or it should be a case
study. Suggested structure: Chapter 1: Introduction (with the theoretical background,
research questions, goals, hypotheses); Chapter 2: Methods (Participants, methods,
procedures, materials); Chapter 3: Results; Chapter 4: Discussion (a comparison of the
findings in the thesis with the theory in the Introduction); Conclusions (a very brief
summary of the findings).

1.5. The evaluation of the thesis
Both the supervisor and the second reader make a written evaluation of the thesis, and
they both suggest a grade. In the evaluation, the reviewers need to consider the choice of
the topic, the level of the thesis, the knowledge of the theoretical background, the
structure, format and style of the thesis. The candidate has to receive the written
evaluations one week before the final exam, latest, in an electronic form.

1.6. Thesis defence
The candidate summarizes the thesis in a 10-minute presentation (ppt can be used) and
answers the reviewers’ questions. During the defence, the Board may ask further
questions.

Parts and contents of the final examination, the Exam Board

1. Oral exam
The goal of the final exam is to find out how well, at what level the candidate can prove
his/ her knowledge gained from the studies learnt at the master’s level and how
successful this knowledge is incorporated in the thesis. The topics of the oral final
examination are set up by the Board at least one month before the final exam.

2. The Final Examination Board
